Till that Bellona’s bridegroom, lapp’d in proof,
Confronted him with self-comparisons,
Point against point rebellious, arm ’gainst arm,
Curbing his lavish spirit: and, to conclude,
The victory fell on us.

DUNCAN  Great happiness!

ROSS That now

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further, they made themselves air, into which
they vanished. Whiles I stood rapt in the
wonder of it, came missives from the king,
who all-hailed me ‘Thane of Cawdor;’ by
which title, before, these weird sisters saluted
me, and referred me to the coming on of time,
with ‘Hail, king that shalt be!” This have I
thought good to deliver thee, my dearest
partner of greatness, that thou mightst not lose
the dues of rejoicing, by being ignorant of
what greatness 1s promised thee. Lay it to thy
heart, and farewell.”

Glamis thou art, and Cawdor; and shalt be

What thou art promised: yet do I fear thy nature;

It is too full 0’ the milk of human kindness

Before MACBETH’S castle.

(Hautboys and torches. Enter DUNCAN, MALCOLM,
DONALBAIN, BANQUO, LENNOX, MACDUFF, ROSS, ANGUS, and
Attendants.)

DUNCAN This castle hath a pleasant seat; the air
Nimbly and sweetly recommends itself
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Unto our gentle senses.

BANQUO This guest of summer,
The temple-haunting martlet, does approve,
By his loved mansionry, that the heaven’s breath
Smells wooingly here: no jutty, frieze,
Buttress, nor coign of vantage, but this bird

(Hautboys and torches. Enter a Sewer, and divers Servants
with dishes and service, and pass over the stage. Then
enter MACBETH. )

MACBETH If it were done when ’tis done, then "twere well

Could trammel up the consequence, and catch
With his surcease success; that but this blow
Might be the be-all and the end-all here,
But here, upon this bank and shoal of time,
We’ld jump the life to come. But in these cases

To plague the inventor: this even-handed justice
Commends the ingredients of our poison’d chalice
To our own lips. He’s here in double trust;

Stick deep; and in his royalty of nature

Reigns that which would be fear’d: ’tis much he dares;

And, to that dauntless temper of his mind,

He hath a wisdom that doth guide his valour

To act in safety. There is none but he

Whose being I do fear: and, under him,

My Genius is rebuked; as, it is said,

Mark Antony’s was by Caesar. He chid the sisters

When first they put the name of king upon me,

And bade them speak to him: then prophet-like

They hail’d him father to a line of kings:

Upon my head they placed a fruitless crown,

And put a barren sceptre in my gripe,

FIRST You made it known to us.
MURDERER

MACBETH I did so, and went further, which is now

Your patience so predominant in your nature
That you can let this go? Are you so gospell’d
To pray for this good man and for his issue,
Whose heavy hand hath bow’d you to the grave
And beggar’d yours for ever?

FIRST We are men, my liege.
MURDERER

MACBETH Ay, in the catalogue ye go for men;
As hounds and greyhounds, mongrels, spaniels, curs,

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Distinguishes the swift, the slow, the subtle,

LADY Think of this, good peers,
MACBETH But as a thing of custom: ’tis no other;
Only it spoils the pleasure of the time.

Approach thou like the rugged Russian bear,
The arm’d rhinoceros, or the Hyrcan tiger;
Take any shape but that, and my firm nerves
Shall never tremble: or be alive again,
And dare me to the desert with thy sword;

MACBETH Why should I play the Roman fool, and die
On mine own sword? whiles I see lives, the gashes
Do better upon them.

(Enter MACDUFF.)
MACDUFF Turn, hell-hound, turn!

MACBETH Of all men else I have avoided thee:
But get thee back; my soul is too much charged
With blood of thine already.

MACDUFF | have no words:
My voice is in my sword: thou bloodier villain
Than terms can give thee out! (They fight.)
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MACBETH Thou losest labour:
As easy mayst thou the intrenchant air
With thy keen sword impress as make me bleed:
Let fall thy blade on vulnerable crests;
I bear a charmed life, which must not yield
To one of woman born.

MACDUFF Despair thy charm;
And let the angel whom thou still hast served
Tell thee, Macduff was from his mother’s womb
Untimely ripp’d.

MACBETH Accursed be that tongue that tells me so,
For 1t hath cow’d my better part of man!
And be these juggling fiends no more believed,
That palter with us in a double sense;
That keep the word of promise to our ear,
And break it to our hope. I’ll not fight with thee.

MACDUFF Then yield thee, coward,
And live to be the show and gaze o’ the time:
We’ll have thee, as our rarer monsters are,
Painted on a pole, and underwrit,
“Here may you see the tyrant.”

MACBETH [ will not yield,
To kiss the ground before young Malcolm’s feet,
And to be baited with the rabble’s curse.
Though Birnam wood be come to Dunsinane,
And thou opposed, being of no woman born,
Yet I will try the last. Before my body
I throw my warlike shield. Lay on, Macduft,
And damn’d be him that first cries, “Hold, enough!”
(Exeunt, fighting. Alarums.)

(Retreat. Flourish. Enter, with drum and colours,
MALCOLM, old SIWARD, ROSS, the other Thanes, and
Soldiers.)

In the unshrinking station where he fought,

But like a man he died.

Then he is dead?

Ay, and brought off the field: your cause of sorrow
Must not be measured by his worth, for then

Ay, on the front.

Why then, God’s soldier be he!
Had I as many sons as I have hairs,

I would not wish them to a fairer death:
And so, his knell is knoll’d.

He’s worth more sorrow,
And that I’ll spend for him.

And so, God be with him! Here comes newer comfort.

(Re-enter MACDUFF, with MACBETH’S head.)

Hail, King of Scotland!

ALl Hail, King of Scotland! (Flourish.)

MALCOLM  We shall not spend a large expense of time
Before we reckon with your several loves,
And make us even with you. My thanes and kinsmen,
Henceforth be earls, the first that ever Scotland
In such an honour named. What’s more to do,
Which would be planted newly with the time,
As calling home our exiled friends abroad
That fled the snares of watchful tyranny;
Producing forth the cruel ministers
Of this dead butcher and his fiend-like queen,
Who, as ’tis thought, by self and violent hands
Took off her life; this, and what needful else
That calls upon us, by the grace of Grace,
We will perform in measure, time and place:
So, thanks to all at once and to each one,
Whom we invite to see us crown’d at Scone.
